= Less than one week before arrival: 100%
of the fees

Cancellation charges for Sports and/or
Excursion Options may be added as they are
usually booked by the hosts well in advance and
are most often non-refundable.

Date changes

= A change of dates 28 days or more
before arrival is not subject to an
alteration fee.

= A change of dates 27 days or less before
arrival is subject to an alteration fee of
£200, €250, USD250.

Host cancellations

In the case of unforeseen circumstances
(personal problems, health issues, etc.), should
the family cancel before arrival or during the
stay, a replacement host family will be provided.

Refusal by the participant of this replacement
will be considered a cancellation and the
relevant cancellation fees will apply.

Issues/Complaints

Regional managers in the host's country are
always available to help you with any issues you
may have, and these can usually be solved very
quickly as they are often related to language
misunderstandings or cultural differences.
Problems that cannot be resolved are rare,
but if you feel that you and the host are not
suited, or you are not happy in the homestay,
the regional manager or Influent must be
contacted so that a change of host can be
arranged. Claims after the stay will only be
considered if we have been notified of issues
during the stay. In the case of minors, this is
the parent's or guardian's responsibility.

Privacy policy

In order to organise your immersion
programme, Influent needs to collect certain
personal data, in particular regarding your
identity. In accordance with current EU
legislation, you have the right to access, rectify
and delete any personal data concerning you,
by written request.
